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Lakers settle for tie
Sunapee boys soccer plays to scoreless draw with rival Derryfield

SUNAPEE - The Sunapee boys soccer
team did something in their final regular
season game that only two other teams
in Class S have been able to do this sea-
son: not lose to Derryfield.

The Lakers finished the regular season
10-5-1 thanks to a strong defensive effort
last Thursday that earned them a 0-0 tie
against the top team in the division.

The Cougars (12-0-3) controlled the
ball for much of the game’s first 15 min-
utes, pressuring Sunapee keeper Shaun
Carroll numerous times. The Cougar's

best early chance came when forward
Bryan Rivard found himself on the
receiving end of a nifty crossing pass
three minutes into the game, but his shot
sailed over the crossbar.

Sunapee head coach Jack Iacopino was
pleased with the way his team weathered
the early storm.

“I thought we got off to a slow start -
probably big game jitters,” he said. “They
controlled the play early in the game but
then we started to get more and more
chances as the game went on.”

Carroll was tested again in the 13th
minute when Cougar Mickey Cunliffe
fired a shot bound for the top-left corner

of the goal, but the Laker net-minder
made a jumping save.

“[Carroll] made a lot of saves,”
Iacopino said. "They weren’t all pretty
and I think he was nervous too, but for
the most part he was in the right place at
the right time and made several very
tough saves.”

As the first half wore on the hosts start-
ed to find their rhythm, generating cor-
ner kicks in the 18th and 23rd minutes,
but neither chance generated a shot on
goal.

Sunapee senior Phil Parsons would
take a free kick in the 26th minute and

blast a shot off of the Derryfield defend-
ing wall, and managed to fire the loose
ball on net, but his shot ricocheted off
the right goalpost and the rebound was
cleared by a Cougar defender. 

Parsons’ shot was the last real scoring
chance of the opening half for the Lakers,
and the closest they would come to scor-
ing during the game.

The second half opened with both
teams playing strong defense, as neither
side could generate many scoring oppor-
tunities. The lone exception was a near-
miss by Cunliffe, whose shot in the 46th
minute went over the crossbar.

The Lakers would threaten in the 51st
minute, thanks in part to a Derryfield
penalty. Sunapee’s Brian Brewster was
tripped by Drew Mokas, setting up
another Parsons free kick. Parsons
crossed the ball to younger brother Brian
Parsons, who was unguarded at the far
goalpost, but the pass was too long and
the ball sailed out of bounds.

The final scoring chance of regulation
came when Cunliffe fired a shot from 15
yards out that deflected off a Sunapee
defender. Carroll came up huge, smoth-
ering the ensuing loose ball and sending
the game into overtime.

Derryfield would produce a corner kick
halfway through the first OT, and a few
minutes later Cunliffe fired a shot over
the crossbar, but neither team was able
to score a sudden death goal.

The game would end in a scoreless tie,
but not before the Cougars gave Sunapee
one final scare. With only seconds left to
play, Steve Burke took a free kick from
20 yards out and Cunliffe controlled the
rebound, but Carroll and the Lakers
defense held tough as the final whistle
sounded.

As Sunapee prepares to move forward

into the Class S playoffs, Iacopino said

his team must work on its goal scoring if

they hope to advance.

“We need to produce more scoring

opportunities, and we also need to vary

the point of attack so that we can spread

out the defense,” he said. “[Versus

Derryfield] we attacked the center way

too much. That is usually where the best

defenders are.”

While scoring will be of the utmost

importance against the top teams in the

division, Iacopino isn’t forgetting about

the work his team’s defenders must do as

well.

“On defense, we need to stay organized
and cover for our teammates a bit bet-
ter,” he said. “We still need work on
clearing the ball big when the opponents
have the pressure on in our defensive
third of the field.”

Sunapee’s three outgoing seniors were
honored before the start of the game,
and Iacopino knows how important the
trio has been during the season.

“The seniors are the heart of our team,”
he said. “They all lead by example and
they are all great kids. They are passion-
ate about the game and that is infec-
tious.”

The three seniors include Phil Parsons,
Eric Nelson and Dean Gioldassis.
